Abstract

Privatization, a method of reallocating assets and functions from the public sector
to the private sector, appears to be a factor that could play a serious role in promoting
economic growth. In recent years, privatization has been adopted by many different
political systems and has spread to every region of the world. The aim of this paper is
to examine the impact of privatization on income inequality in developing countries.
The study sample is made up of 80 developing countries that privatized their state-
owned enterprizes between 1991-2008. By using the OLS regression technique, the study
indicates that privatization did not impact on income inequality in developing countries.
The results of the study, however, suggest that country-specific characteristics, including
institutional quality may be more important in reducing income inequality.
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
