Abstract:

The paper aims to evaluate the impact of budget deficit and money supply on
the inflation in a number of Asian countries. The article used panel data from some
Asian countries, including: Vietnam, Thailand, China, Japan, Malaysia, Indonesia,
Singapore, Korea, Pakistan, Bangladesh, Cambodia, and India in the 2004 - 2016. By
the estimation method for panel data, the empirical results show that money supply
has a negative impact on inflation, while the budget deficit variable has no statistically
significant impact on inflation.
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
