Abstract:

This paper uses data from 224 microfinance institutions (MIFs) from 11 Asian countries
to find evidence of the impact of gender inequality on credit risk in microfinance. GLS
method was used to estimate the models. The results confirm that increasing gender
inequality will increase the credit risk of MIFs. The increased percentage of female
customers will reduce the debts overdue 30 days. However, this will also increase the
percentage of write-offs.
